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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BOARD OF MANAGEMENT
Presented to members and visitors at Gordon Barnard Reserve on Monday 27 July 2015.

The Board of Management of the Balwyn Cricket Club Incorporated presents for adoption the 95™ Annual
Report & Associated Statements of accounts for season 2014-15.

In season 2014-15, Balwyn Cricket Club fielded four senior teams in the Victorian Sub-District Cricket
Association (VSDCA), four junior teams in the Eastern Cricket Association (ECA) and a representative side in
the JG Craig Under 15 competition.

This season all senior Xls played in the North/West group. Led by Liam Murphy, the 1% XI was slow to build

momentum but had a very strong finish to the season, winning five out of the last eight matches to finish in 8"

place on the ladder. A W|n in the last round would have seen them reach finals but unfortunately they could not

get over the line. The 2" “ XI had an excellent season, finishing in 3" place on the ladder after defeating Kew

ina Qualifying Final. Geof f Ki kerds tal en t ed o u t flasihg toPtesty Valleyeirbits e t o
semi-final, but should be extremely proud of the|r season. The 3" X1 and 4™ X1 had strong periods during the

season but did not make finals, finishing in 10" place and 12" place respectively.

For the second year, Balwyn employed Steve Horner as non-playing coach. Steve once again encouraged
high standards in the playing group and proved to be a good source of advice for Liam Murphy in his first
season as 1* X| Captain. Whilst the Club has decided to revert to the playing Captain/Coach structure in
2015-16, it thanks Steve for his leadership, commitment and passion over the last two years.

As well as his efforts as skipper, Liam Murphy had an amazing individual season. In making 729 runs at an
average 60.8, Liam won the JL Seelenmeyer Trophy for 1% XI Champion, as well as overtaking Brendan Joyce
to hold the record for the Highest 1%' XI Season Aggregate. In addition, with 23 wickets at an average of 17.9,
Liam was a worthy joint-winner of the Val Holten Medal (formerly RM Hatch Medal) at the VSDCA RM Hatch
dinner. Liam joins only Stan Davis (1964-65 and again in 1969-70) and Brian Jende (1993-94) in achieving
this honour at Balwyn. We are delighted that Liam will continue with Balwyn as Captain-Coach for the 2015-16
season.

The Match Day Committee comprising Steve Horner and the respective grade captains ensured we were
competitive and well prepared throughout the seniorsides. The consi stency of the Clubé
helped it to jump one spot in the VSDCA Club Championship, finishing equal 10" (out of 28).

The club this year fielded five junior sides. The organisation of this vital component of the club continues to be
undertaken by Brendan Moore. In his very dry and understated manner he gives this very important part of
the club much needed structure and is immensely popular for the manner in which he meets the challenges of
managing a transient group of players and parents. To those parents that were involved in coaching or other
match day contributions we welcome your contributions, thank you for your assistance and interest, and hope
that ultimately it will translate in to watching your kids and their friends become senior players at Balwyn
Cricket Club. To that end, the junior report later in this document lists the names of some of those players
who also stepped up to senior cricket this year and we look forward to their contributions again in 15/16.

The aspect of managing the coaching of junior players is always a vexing one, particularly as it often requires
a degree of flexibility to assist with early afternoons training sessions and the like. To that end we were
fortunate enough to enjoy the assistance of Tom Harley, Andrew Jackson, Hugh Brannan, Lachie Fitzpatrick,
Deelan Ramjee and Tom Mead. It was very encouraging to see the work they put in and the feedback we
received reflected very well on their contributions. As always the assistance of other senior players would be
further welcomed to support the future of the club.

Another very important aspect of our junior structure is the In2Cricket (formerly Milo) program. Chris Wilks
joined Elizabeth Orr this year and, together, these two selfless Life Members were a source of great inspiration
for the manner in which they led this programme for the club. The only slightly disappointing aspect of the
program was the loss of some of the participants when it is time to graduate to junior cricket to rival junior
clubs who do not offer such programs.

The JG Craig Shield Under 15 representative squad was coached for a second year by Steve Duckworth (a
current Premier cricketer) with the assistance of Elizabeth Orr who has been a perennial presence in the
running of this side for a number of years. In a break from tradition, rather than each club in our region
attracting and selecting a team in isolation, the Inner East region of Cricket Victoria encouraged clubs to run

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excellent training sessions with positive feedback. We were humbled when approximately 12 players
indicated that they would like to represent the club in the carnival.

We are indebted not only to his financial acumen, but also his hard work in

ensuring all challenges related to our financial well-being are covered off, especially in light of the reduction in

income from Cricket Victoria which was experienced this year. Financial challenges continue to remain and we

as a board are committed in ensuring that we are well placed to meet them. That Damian devotes so much

time to not only the financial aspects but also the more mundane and little noticed things, is a tribute to the

respect he has for his cricket club and those that compriseit. Af t er 11 seasons as steward
finances Damian is stepping down from this role. We thank him for his wonderful years of service in this vital

position.

Our relationship with the VSDCA this season was administered in an effective and positive manner. In
particular we offer our thanks to the Secretary Ken Hilton and his assistant Peter Flack. Ken in particular is
very quick to address any correspondence or queries we may have and administers the competition in a
professional and friendly fashion.

We are indebted to the VSDCAO6s major sponsor Kookaburr
and promotional material. We were also grateful for the continuation of the Legends and Heroes Twenty20
Cup competition which was again a great success.

On matters closer to home we again thank the City of Boroondara for their support in facilitating our ability to
play cricket throughout both our senior and junior grades. We appreciate the sound administrative support in
particular from Steven Jackson and David Nankervis.

The maintenance and standards of the turf wickets by which our facility is often judged, was overall well
regarded. Additional requests around a flexible fixture or training requirement regarding the facilities were
nearly always promptly dealt with and we thank CoB for that. We were also pleased at the acknowledgement
the VSDCA gave our club with respect to the state of our facilities and the way in which we interact with our
local council. This is certainly a high priority for Cricket Victoria as it seeks to reinforce cricket as the pre-
eminent summer sport across the state.

At Balwyn Cricket Club we recognise that we have community obligations beyond our sport and to that end we

have adopted the 6Good Sportsd program. This is a nati

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As noted above, this season saw us improve efforts to maintain contact with former players and it was
particularly pleasing that some of our long serving former players and life members were on hand at the
Presentation Night. In particular, the club was proud to have both Bud Walder and Barrie Provan on hand to
present awards named in their honour to Alex Young and Michael Letcher.

We also thank our many past players who contributed to the club through taking up Golden Tiger coterie
memberships. It is hoped that in years to come this initiative will be one of the bridges that keeps our past
players actively engaged in the well-being of our club.

Presentation Night was also a wonderful occasion to mark the induction of three new Life Members into the
Club i Benn Gordon, James Sheehan and Damian Boland. Fellow Life Members Mark Gordon, Brett Oliver
and Brendan Moore respectively were generous in their introductions of these fine gentlemen and we
welcome Benn, James and Damian into this esteemed group.

Following the conclusion of the season, we received the great news that Balwyn CC will be permanently
relocating from Balwyn Park to Gordon Barnard Reserve. This move has been something that many
Committees have discussed over the last 30-plus years and, following a formal submission to Council
(including support from the VSDCA, Balwyn Football Club, Camberwell Grammar School and Old
Grammarians Football Club), we were delighted to receive confirmation from Council of the decision to grant
Balwyn main tenancy at GBR from season 2015-16 onwards.

Whilst the Club has loved Balwyn Park and the move will come with a tinge of sadness when viewed
sentimentally, the relocation will enable Balwyn Cricket Club to have both senior grounds at the same facility
and to promote a more cohesive social and community spirit. The new building i consisting of social, playing

and storageroomsiwas constructed a few years ago (replacing

main oval) and is an exceptional facility that challenges any other at Sub-District level. We also believe that it
will assist with promoting a stronger and more vibrant junior section into the future.

We look forward to the 2015-16 season with much optimism.

TREASURERGO6S REPORT

The Balwyn Cricket Club recorded a modest Operating surplus of $794 in season 2014/15. Given the
background and landscape against which this was achieved, this result represents a great achievement with
the Club losing 2 major sponsors, incurring significant investment costs with the move from the bowls club to
Balwyn Park and investing additional funds in junior development and the junior program at the Club in
general during the course of the year.

The Balance Sheet and Members Funds position was once again strengthened with this profit outcome. The
combined Cash/Term Deposits and Managed Funds balance of $44,333 places the Club in a solid position for
future investment requirements, which will include costs associated with the forthcoming move from Balwyn
Park to the Gordon Barnard Reserve i something which was addressed and communicated quite clearly by
the Executive at the AGM back in July 2014.

Revenue was up 6% during the year, primarily due to a combination of increased Other Cricket Victoria &
VSDCA income, Sponsorship and Donations and Managed Investment Income. We were fortunate to have
been provided with the opportunity to host the VSDCA T20 finals at Balwyn Park/Gordon Barnard, including
the 200 Game Club lunch upstairs in the pavilion at Balwyn Park i a lunch which was regarded very well by
the competition. This opportunity also provided financial upside for the Club and was a key driver behind the
$4,332 increase in the Other Cricket Victoria/VSDCA income bucket. Another key driver of the increase in this
bucket was the increased turnout we had in attendance at the VSDCA Hatch Presentation Night i those
fortunate enough to attend saw the captain of our 15T XI, Liam Murphy take out the Val Holten Medal, in a tie
with Issy Perera from Noble Park following a terrific season with the bat and ball i a fantastic effort. Murph
was and be selected in the team of the year i well done Murph on all that you achieved this season.

The improvement in the markets locally and internationally over the past year was a key reason for the $1,006
increase in income on the Clubbés Managed I nvestment po
month return on that segment of the asset base this season. Major Sponsorships and donations were up

$4,564 on the prior year, mostly driven by the successful application for fixed sponsorship from the Bendigo

bank i a terrific support of our club. These increases were offset by a reduction in Subscriptions this season

with lower contributions from the Junior section of club due a lower number of teams fielded during season

2014/15. Social revenues were also down on the prior year, with the lower number of attendees atthisy e ar 6 s

Presi dent s6 Luncheon the key contributor. Despite the 1|o
overall club margin in season 2014/15 and special mention should go to Jameson Mahoney for virtually single

The overall increase in revenues was required to cover
rising by $8,043 or 9% on the prior year. Increased council rates during the course of 2014/15 and a

unexpected change in policy to charge for the preparation work attached to the 3" turf practice wicket at

Balwyn Park were key drivers of the $3,675 increase Ground Rental and Council Charges during the season.

Coaching and Professional Player Expenses were up $3,032 on the prior year with the increased overall focus

and investment in coaching and development for the playing group in season 2014/15. Utilities bills were up a
staggering 32% on 2013/14 as the operational cost of servicing the facilities at Balwyn Park rose once again i

this is certainly a cost bucket that will require some review and careful consideration going forward in season

2015/16 with the move to the Gordon Barnard next year.
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I would like to make a very special mention to President Clint Kennon for his terrific support during season

2014/15. With my move to Sydney at the end of last season, Clint took on the administration of the clerical
components of the Treasurerds rol e, ammuargupdatesyi oweekI| y ba
